Please consider that dogs need human interaction on a daily basis and that a lifespan of 10-15 years means a commitment to this for a number of years.
Miniature Schnauzers are a high maintenance breed when it comes to coat care.  Do you have the necessary time to groom the dog or the financial resources to have the dog professionally groomed every six weeks?  This entails brushing/combing of coat and dental care on a regular basis at home, not just the trip to the groomer.  You must be willing to commit to an hour or two a week yourself to brushing for coat maintenance and avoidance of mats beyond what your groomer does.
